TEAM EXPECTATIONS
Read below. You agree to these guidelines by coming on the trip.  If you have any questions, concerns, or ideas contact Adriana.
 “I therefore, a prisoner for the Lord, urge you to walk in a manner worthy of the calling to which you have been called, with all humility and gentleness, with patience, bearing with one another in love, eager to maintain the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace.” Eph. 4:1-3

1. I will humbly submit to the decisions and instructions of the leaders respecting the schedule and standards of the trip without complaining or grumbling.
a.  I will attend all the activities of the team for the entire trip (devotions, rehearsals, etc.), unless excused by the leaders; no exceptions are made (hosts kept you late, family visit) and I will let a leader know beforehand if I will be late anywhere.

2. I will be responsible and dedicated to minister wholeheartedly and joyfully with the spiritual gifts that the Lord has entrusted to me.
a. Whether I am singing in the choir or the praise & worship team, interceding in the prayer ministry, etc., I will sacrifice my comfort and preferences to serve the Lord faithfully. 

b. I will keep my cell phone off during devotions, rehearsals, meetings, services and any other times the leaders ask me to so that I can be focused and not be a distraction to others.

3. I will be respectful and loving towards everyone (John 13:34-35), encouraging, submitting (Eph. 5:21), forgiving (Eph. 4:31-32) and bearing the burdens of the mission team in language (Ephesians 4:29) and actions.
a. I will respect people's sense of privacy, even though this will be very limited on the trip (Philippians 2:2-4). Please protect people’s belongings and give people space if they need to be alone.

b. I will obey and enforce the bench principle: Girls and guys sleep on separate benches, even when it is inconvenient. Purity is a priority (I Timothy 5:1b-2, 2 Tim. 2:22). We want to avoid even the appearance of sin.
c. I will seek modesty (1 Tim. 2:9-10) and godliness in attitude and dress. It should be noted dress code for services may be subjected to change. In such a case all participants will be informed prior to the trip.
i. Men: 

1. Traditional Services (formal): black dress suit, white shirt, blue tie, black dress socks and shoes. 
2. Youth Night (semi-formal to casual): well-groomed, collared/t-shirts with jeans or dress slacks. Skinny jeans, muscle shirts, and “wife-beaters” are not acceptable. Strive for purity in your attire.
ii. Women:

1. Traditional Services (formal): white/cream solid color top (no sleeveless), 2 black skirts (1 below the knees when you sit down & 1 floor-length), skin color pantyhose and dark shoes (no boots).

2. Youth Night (semi-formal to casual): skirt (below the knees) and modest top with nice shoes (no heels above 3 inches/mid-calf boots are ok as long as they are not too attention-grabbing – use discretion!). For the casual youth nights girls will be able to wear jeans and t-shirts.  Shorts, Tank-tops, sleeve-less shirts, tight tops, and anything considered too revealing will not be tolerated. Remember, we are here to magnify our Lord and Savior, not bring attention to ourselves.

Things to bring

· Bible !!! 
· Passport/Identification 
· Pen, pencil, and if you prefer, a journal or notebook. 
· Play-back/sheet music for solo’s, poems, and testimonies for those with “puncte.”
· Medications (If you are taking medications, please let us know on the application what you’re taking so that we are prepared should something happen.)
Ideas for helpful and Misc. Items, 
which can be easy to forget!
· Wrinkle release (we may not have time to iron outfits before services)
· Water bottle 
· Ear-plugs for sleeping in the car (in case you’re really tired and it’s too loud)
· Pillow/small blanket for the car
· Consistent/healthy snacks that keep you full longer (ex: bread rolls, grain snacks, crackers, dried fruit, carrot sticks, etc.) 
· Xylitol gum – for when we don’t have water and can’t brush our teeth! (i.e. Ice Cubes or Trident!)
· Hand Sanitizer/baby wipes
· Vitamins and cough drops 
· Shout wipes
· Lint brush
· Large towel and a smaller hand towel for rest areas
· Toiletries (toothpaste, toothbrush, floss, shampoo, q-tips, razor, etc.) 
· Kleenex
· Hairdryer*
· Cell phone charger
· Thank You cards for host families
* Remember: With many of these items, you can collaborate with friends so that each of you brings one thing and you’re not overloaded too many hairdryers!  

VAN RULES:

· During late night traveling or nap times, girls and guys must sit on separate benches. Avoid the appearance of sin!
· Food and soft drinks are not allowed in the vans. To be good stewards of the property God has given us, we will strive to leave the vans in better condition than we found them.
